Certifique-se de que a abertura da mangueira de aspiragao
se encontra livre na dgua: se a mangueira aspirar o fundo ou
a borda do recipiente de agua, a entrada de agua fica
blogueada.

Prima a tecla de ligar/desligar (4) para ligar a bomba e
iniciar o processo de bombeamento.

Prima novamente a tecla de ligar/desligar (4) para terminar
0 processo de bombeamento e desligar a bomba.

Nota: apds o bombeamento de dgua quente, deixe a bomba
arrefecer pelo menos 10 min antes de a ligar novamente.

Interface de utilizador

Ainterface de utilizador (3) serve:

- paraindicar o estado da bomba

Com a bomba desligada, pode ativar a interface de
utilizador (3) premindo a tecla temporizador (6) ou a tecla
modo Eco (11).

Deixe a bomba e a bateria arrefecerem antes de ligar novamente a bomba.

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- Aparafuse novamente a tampa (15) com os 4 parafusos.

Armazenar a homba

Antes de um armazenamento prolongado da bomba, é
recomendado limpar o rotor e a carcaca da bomba.

Para desmontar e montar o rotor proceda como descrito
para a substituicao do rotor.
